Mark your calendars for Saturday and Sunday, March 3-4, and plan to join us at the Buchanan Valley Fire Company for this event. The Expo will feature returning vendors and several new businesses. Visit with vendors offering a variety of hunting, fishing, and outdoor merchandise for sale; charter a fishing boat; purchase seed to plant a plot of grass to “grow” that big buck; find the right fishing lures to catch a trophy trout; plus much more! Throughout the weekend, vendors will demonstrate how to use their wares, and some will offer free seminars on topics that include Fly-tying, Landscaping for Wildlife, and Trout Fishing Adams County. More seminars are being added, so be sure to check WAAC’s website (www.adamswatersheds.org) for a complete list and schedule.
If you are looking for a local sportsman’s club or organization to join, you can find information from several at the event. These folks are more than willing to talk to you about their clubs and the fun times the members have while supporting important causes such as outdoor education for youth.
Proceeds from the Expo help WAAC and ACTU preserve the water quality of Adams County. Examples of the work we do are: stream bank restoration, water monitoring, stream cleanups, and possibly most important of all, public education about our waterways and watersheds. Another organization also benefits: Buchanan Valley Fire Company. Proceeds from the sale of the delicious food they sell at the Expo support the important work that volunteer firefighters do in our community.
Again this year we will be selling raffle tickets for a chance to win one of several donated prizes. Local artist David Weaver has again donated an original oil painting for the raffle. Mr. Weaver actually created this painting during the 2006 Expo, and presented it to us for this year’s raffle. The prize winners will be drawn at the close of the event on Sunday, however, winners need not be present to win.

The Expo runs Saturday March 3rd from 8 am to 4 pm, and Sunday March 4th from 9am to 4pm, and is located at Buchanan Valley Fire Company, 1180 Buchanan Valley Road (Rt. 234), Orrtanna, approximately 2 miles north of Rt. 30.
