Examples of the work we do are: stream restoration projects, water monitoring, stream cleanups, and possibly most important of all, public education about our waterways and watersheds. Currently WAAC is conducting an assessment of the health of Middle Creek. During this assessment, volunteers have been testing the water and assessing the habitat at several sites in the watershed. Later this year, the data that has been collected will be analyzed and a report issued on the health of the creek.
